An individual certified at one of the Fire Service Professional levels will have demonstrated competency in the knowledge and practical skills required to perform at a particular level. The service that can be offered to the citizens, visitors, and communities of the state of Ohio will be enhanced by the professional competency attained through this certification process.

	

	INITIAL FIRE SAFETY INSPECTOR COURSES

	In accordance with Ohio Revised Code (R.C.) Chapter (4765). The Executive Director for the State Board of Emergency Medical, Fire, and Transportation Services, with advice and counsel of the Fire Safety Inspector and Fire Safety Inspector Training Committee, is responsible for the implementation of fire training and certifications developed in accordance with and consistent to established standards. The Ohio Department of Public Safety, Division of Emergency Medical Services is the certifying agency within the state of Ohio, with administration and delivery of fire training programs provided through chartered fire training programs across the state of Ohio.

	

	It is not the purpose of the NFPA standard, nor the requirements of the Ohio Administrative Code (O.A.C.), to restrict fire training programs from exceeding the minimum requirements, however, Ohio Fire Charters shall ensure:
